Riders Education

The safety talk this month was on the dangers of deer along the roads. Deer
mating season happens in the fall (from mid October to late November), which
means they are much more active and more likely to be seen and, possibly hit.
Bruce was following a person and they stopped when there was a deer standing
on the side of the road and waited to see which direction the deer was going as
they are unpredictable. Although this is good idea it’s also helpful to remember
that deer often stick together in groups of 3, so even though you may see only
one expect several more to appear. If you see deer one good step is to simply
slow down. Decreasing speed gives you more time to spot an animal, more
time to react, and a greater ability to maneuver. Keep in mind, it’s smart to
brake and/or stop, and let the deer do whatever they are going to do.
